Filling out the new SVA Score sheet

The new score sheet has been implemented for 2 main reasons. Firstly, we wanted to have a better record of rotations so the location of players on court could be established during a set. It was also felt that bringing the score sheet nearer to the internationally accepted version would be of benefit to everyone.

To help ease you into the new system, I have put together instructions on how to fill out the score sheet correctly. Once completed, please scan and e-mail or fax it to Pat Lambert within 48 hours. Details for this are on the right hand side. 

The colour of the text relates to the same colour on the score sheet. Good luck!

1. Before the match starts fill in the match details (cup/shield/div 1/div 2), teams involved & date. Also enter the squad details in the bottom right hand corner.

2. After the coin toss and teams have chosen their ends, enter the team in the box, and the players’ starting places. In this example, Newmarket’s no 2 (A Smith) will start in the serving position. In position 2 is B Child (no 3). The rest follow in an anti-clockwise direction. In position 6 (backcourt middle) will be Newmarket no 8. Stowmarket follow the same pattern.

3. In our example, we’ll say that Stowmarket won the toss and decided to serve, hence M Ames hit the first ball. After 2 winning serves, his 3rd went into the net. At this point, place the teams’ score at the end of the serve (2) in M Ames’ first serving box. The first server for Newmarket will be #3 (B Child), as the teams will rotate one position. To denote this, put a cross in the box of the player who started in position 1 on the non-serving side (A Smith), as he didn’t serve.

4. Continue in this format, until the set is finished. You will see that each player has 8 serving boxes. Just keep putting the teams’ score in the player’s next available box when they lose the serve. Finally, record the set score at the bottom of the page.

5. If a substitution is made, put the new players number under the player who is leaving the game. For Stowmarket, R Ames got tired, and was replaced by F Woods. Sorry, but the diagonal line had to go for the example!

6. Into the 2nd set and complete it as per the first. Remember to note the set scores at the end. In a remarkably symmetrical game, the first 4 sets were shared meaning a 5th set!

7.
Enter starting positions as before and when the teams change ends, move the team on the left into the ‘spare’ box on the right. This way it is easier to follow the game. Finish the set, and record the score as before. 

7. Record the result, any comments and then get the captains and referee to sign the sheet. Easy eh?!

Notice the Libero never appears in any of the sets, although he can swap with a backcourt player (except server) before the point starts.
